Transformation is a change in the position, size, or shape of the figure.  The original figure is called preimage.  The resulting figure is called image.  The transformation maps the preimage to the image.  The arrow notation (→) is used to describe a transformation, and primes (‘) are used to label the image.
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*** There are three (3) types of transformations: reflection, rotation, and translation.***

Reflection (or flip) – is a transformation across a line, called the line of reflection.  Each point and its image are the same distance from the line of reflection.
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Rotation (or turn) – is a transformation about a point P, called the center of rotation.  Each point and its image are the same distance from P.
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Translation (or slide) – is a transformation in which all the points of a figure move the same distance in the same direction.
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
